Romans 5:8 KJV “But God
commendeth his love toward us, in
that, while we were yet sinners,
Christ died for us.

The Good News — Jesus Christ >
frees us from the death we deserve
for sinning against God. It frees us
from the punishment that would be
inflicted upon us at the end of our
human lives for all the evil things
we have thought and done.

Romans 5:16 KJV “And not as it was
by one that sinned, so is the gift: for
the judgment was by one to
condemnation, but the free gift is of
many offences unto justification.

Galatians 5:1 KJV “Stand fast therefore in the liberty wherewith Christ
hath made us free, and be not entangled again with the yoke of bondage”
